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PREFACE

The Alankdra Sangraha (AS) of Amrtanandayogin is a very
good work on Sanskrit poetics. The treatment of the subject
of poetics in full with brevity and lucidity is the special feature of
this work.

The AS. was once published at Calcutta in 1887 from
chapters 1 to 5 bnly.! In 1949, the AS. was published in full
by the Adyar Library, Madras. It was edited by Pandit
V. Krishnamacharya and Pandit K. Ramachandra Sarma.® Itseems
that the work first serially appeared in the Brahma Vidya, the
Adyar Library Journal, and subsequently the present critical
edition made its appearance.® In 1950, the AS. was published
as Sri Venkatedwara Oriental Series—No. 19 under the General
Editorship of Prof. P. V. Ramanujaswami. This work was then
edited by Vidvan,Sahitya Siromani P. Balakrishnamurthi, Research
Assistant in Telugu at Sri Venkated3wara Oriental Research Ins-
titute, Tirupati.®

The Administration of the TIRUMALA TIRUPATI DEVAS-
THANAMS proposed to re-issue the AS. in the year 1976. The
printing work was commenced in Nov 1976 itself. The present
editor was nominated for proof reading of the work. Minor
corrections were made while the proofs were being gone through
the press by the editor. He also felt then that the work deser-
ved a second revision, as the Adyar Edition of the AS. stands
best for reference purposes in the Indological field, even to this
day. Moreover, the text of the AS. as edited by Sri P. Balakrishna-

murti required ample corrections to bring the same on par with
the standard Indological publications. Hence the present editor
sought the permission of the T.T.D. authorities for editing the
text afresh utilising the Adyar Edition, which was not done
earlier by Sri P. Balakrishnamurti. The T.T.D- authorities were
kind enough to accord permission to re-edit the text and prepare
the critical Introduction, appendixes etc., Thus, the T.T.D.
authorities are happy to present the second revised edition of
the Alankaru Sangraha for the benefit of the Sanskrit scholarly
world.

In editing the text of the AS. critically, the editor utilised
the Adyar Library Edn. as far as the Prdkrta passages with their
Sanskrit renderings and various readings are adapted. The Edn.
was also used in preparing the critical introduction and the
appendixes. On behalf of the T.T.Devasthanams, the editor
acknowledges his indebtedness to the authorities of the Adyar
Library, especially to Mrs, Seetha Neelakanthan, the Librarian
who responded for his request at once in granting permission
to utilise their critical edition.

The editor is higly thankful to the administration of the
Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams for giving an opportunity to
him to edit the AS. critically. The editor had to prepare the
editorial material single handed while attending to his regular
work as lecturer at 8.V, Oriental College, Tirupati. Hence there
are some mistakes of commission and omission, in the text. An
errata was given at the end of the work for makmg necessary
corrections in the text of the Alankdra Sangraha, As the

INTRODUCTION

(FIRST EDITION)

Alatkdra Sangraha of Amrtinandayogin, a work dealing
with all the aspects of Rhetoric is now presented to the public
for the first time in original Sanskrit. All the manuscript
copies of this work available in different places are only frag-
ments of the text containing a few chapters here and there,
most of them containing chapters from 1to 5 or 6. These
manuscript copies are found deposited in various manuscript
libraries all over India. It is said that Alankdra Sangraha
with an English translation was printed at Calcutta
in 1887! Late M. Krishnamachariar stated that the above
Calcutta publication consisted of only the first five chapters.
The manuscripts bearing the numbers 12794 and R. 2486 of the
Government Oriental Manuscripts Library with the title Alankdra
Sangraha contain five and four chapters respectively. The five
chapters of the former and the four of the latter put together
make the nine chapters of the text, as the first five are from
1 to 5 and the other from 6 to 9. There is a manuscript in
the Madras University Library containing ten chapters, but
certain portions in 9th and 10th are missing init. The Adyar
Library manuscripts contain eleven chapters in all but the lass
one is badly damaged and the matter could not be made out.
A manuscript of the Goutami Library of Rajahmandry is said
to contain nine chapters. Our Manuscript bearing the number
6280 of the S.V.O. Institute contains eleven chapters. This
manuscript appears to contain the matter copied from the
manuscripts available at Madras. A palm-leaf manuscript copy
is also available in our S.V.O. Institute with the No. 6094
and it contains only the first five chapters. The manuscript copy
with the No. 6280 of our S. V. O. Institute contains the follow-

ing chapters.

Significance of the Alankara Sarigraha

Works on Alankara Siastra generally deal with the technics
of the Kavyas of the Sravya type, the technics being Alankdra,
Gupa, Dosa, Vrtti, Rasa etc.,, while Dadaripaka provided the
technics of Drama, the Driya type of kdvya. Our author,
Amrtanandayogin, observing the eye to be a quicker route to
the brain than the ear has furnished [information on Drama-
turgy along with other topics of rhetoric. 'He has gathered the
subject matter from various sources where they are limited and
made the Alankdra Sangraha a work of unique nature. Befitt-
ing the title the Alankdra Sargraha represents a concise com-
pendium of all the writings on poetics and dramaturgy down
to its times. Alaikdra Sangraha stands on a par with the
standard texts such as Sdhitya Darpana and Pratdparudriya which
furnish the technics of both the Sravya and Driya types but
still it contains some more information on the qualities of the
Sanskrit Alphabet and ganas of prosody an important factor to be
noted by all poets in their compositions. It also furnishes
mformatlon about the varieties of poets according to their tastes

in poetry and Literature. A chapter called Cifuprabandha-
laksana is also added in the end. These Cituprabandhas might
‘have been well appreciated by the Literati of his time, their
theme being mainly the praise of patrons or favounte deities.

In treating of Dramaturgy the author deals with the subject
in a manner similar to the Sdhitya Darpana, describh:g the
Upariipakas and Nayalankaras.  Slight changes in names are
seen in certain types of Upardpakas when compared to the
Sahitya Darpapa. Most of the matter telating to Dramaturgy
appears to be drafted from the Dadaripaka and Ndfya Séstra.

quotes Kohala the ancient author on Dramaturgy—
ﬂﬁmmm ‘and non else.

of gandam,! a significant feature, of course the matter being
adapted from Nafya Sdstra and other texts.

Alahkara Sangraha though small without any discussions
on the topics is a fountain of Alahkdra Sastra in its essentials
and furnishes the students a fund of knowledge. The value
of the treatise is enhanced by the fact that it quotes numerous
verses as illustrations composed by eminent authors, some-
times from works such as Mdricha VaBchana, Valivadha,
Udattaraghava, Nalavijaya, and Deviparinaya which were in
vogue in those times but are no longer extant. It appears
from the selection of his examples from different texts that
the author must have been a versatile scholar well acquainted
with most of the eminent works in his days.

The Author, his time and works,-His date.

The author Amrtdnandayogin states in the introduction
that he wrote the book Alankara Sangraha at the instance of
Manva Bhilpa. Excepting the praise of his patron Manva, the
author has not furnished any further personal details. No-
where in the text did he mention his place and parentage.
Being a philosopher, which is inferred from the name itself,
he might not have furnished his personal details. As for the
date of this work Alankdra Sargraha,® M. Krishnamachariar
has stated in his History of Classical Sanskrit Literature that
king Manva Bhiipa, son of Bhakti Bhiipa, probably lived
about 1250 A. D. Amrtinandayogin being a contemporary of
the king may also be assigned to the same period. King
Mapva is said to be 8 devotec of Siva and in som® texts the
reading says that he is devotee of Jina.!

Some other facts prove that he is not later_than 1400 A, D.
Gaurana, the author of Laksana Dipika, otherwise known as
Prabandha dipika a work on Rhetoric in Sanskrit, quotes from
Alankdra Sangraha Gauranais said to be the son of Ayalumantrin

author’s name is the same; but in one which is known as Praban-
dha dipika and Padartha dipika the author states in the introduction
that he is the son of Ayamaprabhu, brother of Mitardja, the able
minister of Singaya Madhava of Recharla family; in the other
which is known as Lakgsana dipika, he is said to be the son of
Ayalumantrin, brother of Potana, the minister. But both may be
identical as Mitardja may be a scribal mistake for Potardja. So
Amrtinandayogin must have flourished before him.

Certain portions of a Telugu text on Rhetoric, called Kavya-
lanikaraciidamani appears to have been based on the Alarikara Sangra
-ha. The former is a book of the early years of the 15th century.
Amrtanandayogin, therefore, can be placed anterior to that date.

In one of the inscriptions in Nuzvid Taluk of Krishna Dt,
the name of a king named Manva Bhiipa is found, and is said
to have flourished about the 13th century. There are no details in
the inscription to prove the identity of the two Manva Bhipas.

Amrtanandayogin gives verses asillustrations which belong to
Dhanika and certain portions of the work dealing with Drama-
turgy are identical with Dasaripaka. So he may be placed after
Dhanika. Some of his examples are the same as those found in
the Kavyaprakada of the 12th century.

In view of the above, Amrtinandayogin may be assigned to
13th century.

The name Amrtinanda is familiar and is found in other
books. There are two others by the same name, one, the author
of the commentary Yoginihydayadipa, on Yoginihrdaya, a Tantric
Text, and the other, the author of Sattrimsat Tatva-Sandoha, a
philosophical work. Neither of these has mentioned the Alaikdra
Sangraha or Manva Bhiipa for identification. Hence our author
Amrtinandayogin may be different from them.

Amrtinandayogin appears to be an Andhra. At the end of
cach chapter of the text, a verse is added, specially composed in
praise of the dedicatee Manva Bhiipa. This practice is mostly
observed by the poets of Andhradeda in their works. And there
are a few texts in Sanskrit such as Prataparudriya, which are also
by the Andhras.

The Treatment of the matter in Alasikara Sangraea

Our author, Amrtinandayogin, has stated in the Jintroductory
verses that he composed this work at the instance of Manva Bhiipa,
a devotee of Siva. In some palm leaf manuscripts Manva is said to be
forqrarerweas:,, and in others as fyqqrsoyzya:; So some hold
that he was a Jaina according to the previous reading. Most of the
texts have the latter reading. It is stated that king Manva
requested the scholar Amrtanafidayogin to furnish the world with
a complete work, comprising all the topics of Rhetoric for the
benefit of the scholars. Accordingly Amrtanandayogin gathered the
necessary and valuable information from various texts on the
toplcs needed to make the work a SarvaIankarasaﬁgraha Not
going into the details and discussions on the topics, he has
furnished very valuable information dividing the subject matter
into the following eleven chapters.

CHAPTER 1. This begins with a few introductory lines to
make the readers acquainted with the dedicatee Manva Bhupa and
his request for the composition of this work. Then Amrgtinanda
deals with the definition of kavya® which is closer to Mammata’s

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definition, the qualities good and bad of all the letters of the
.Sanskrit Alphabet, and of all the ganas of Prosody. Works like
Chandassara have dealt with such topics but not so thoroughly as
was done here. A knowledge of the qualities of the letters and
ganas is quite essential for a good poet and so richly deserves
description in a work of Alankira Sastra.

CHAPTER 2. This deals with the definitions of various types
of poets classified under different varieties according to their
tastes in Literary Compositions. The author has classified them

into seven types as ¢. Ufaw: . afew: 3. s v fafers:
Y. AEamT: <. fad o, womrat

Then he treats of words and their connotation according to
the context, thereby explaining the three Vrttis (weegwa:) and
Saktigrahakas. This subject has been dealt with in later texts
ike the Kavyaprakasa, Sahitya Darpana and Rasagangadhara and
in texts prior to his period such as the Vakyapqgdiya of Bhartrhari.

CHAPTER 3. Amrtananda treats in this chapter of Rasa and
Bhava and their varicties following his predecessors and explains
that the Sthayi Bhivas develop into Rasas just as butter melts and
takes the form of ghee, a very practical example. He has not
attached any importance to Rasa and has included it in Alaikara
like his predecessors Bhimaha and Dandin, He dealt with all the
varieties of Rasa, giving illustrations and admits the theory that
Rasa resides or rests in spectators alone (mrfa#:{sa) The
former writers on Rasa viewed it to be produced by Natya and
thereby to Dramatic compositions only, Our author following
Rudrata and Rudrabhatta holds that Rasa is produced by other
poetic compositions also and quotes the following in support of
his view.

Anandavardhana who upholds the Dhvani theory includes
Rasa in Dhvani and refutes the theory of Bhimaha and Dandin.
Our author nowhere mentions in the text about Dhvani, a predo-
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minent factor in poetics, by which it is suggested that he might
have survived in the pre-Dhvani period, or if in the Dhvani period,
it must be before it had taken a strong footing.

CHAPTER 4, This chapter deals with the types of heroes,
heroines and their qualities. Certain portions are taken verbatim
from ancient texts for the purpose. While giving examples, our
author very often quotes stanzas from Amarukam, wherever possi-
ble and from many other works, exibiting his vast study of various
texts of great authors. Much of the portion of Dasariipaka has
been adopted with slight modifications in this Chapter.

CHAPTER 5. Our author deals with Ritis and Alaikaras in
this chapter. Following vamana, Amrtinanda holds that the soul
of poetry is Riti, and explains the ten gunas (s¥rq12g:) which con-
stitute the four Ritis. Vimana$-predecessors have stated only two
Ritis while Vimana introduced one more, the Pafichdli. Rudrata
introduced Latl and numbered the Ritis as four. Amrtinanda
admits the view of Rudrata and expresses four Ritis. only. Bhoja
enumerates six Ritis, adding Avanti and Magadhi, to the four of
Rudrata.

Our author then deals with Alankdras relating to the
Kivyas of the Sravya type. Following Dandin he quotes all
the 35 Alankaras and adds 8 more Pramanalaikdras, namely,
sEEmAATTOTRTATY fqerTaraFAafagn:  Regarding the text of
this chapter, he quoted some definitions and examples from
Dandin. He has quoted as examples, stanzas from various texts
of eminent poets.

CHAPTER 6. This chapter mainly deals with -the Dosas.
Our author mentions 15 Padadosas, 23 Vikyadosss, and 22
Arthadosas. He has furnished a list of Poetical conventions
and some exceptions to the above dosas in a very simple
manner. He has in this chapter, paid keen attention to poin-
ting out the dosas in detail. Viivandtha has given a few more
dosas in his Sahitya Darpapa. Most of the examples given for
these dogas in Kdvya Prakdda of Mammata agree with those of
our author.

CHAPTER 7. Amrtinanda deals with Dramaturgy in this
chapter. There is not much difference in the text of this chap-
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ter and that of the Dasaripaka. Our author seems to have
copied the text of the Dasariipaka to some extent with slight
modifications here and there, giving examples of his own or
from texts of other authors. He also quotes some examples
from texts now no longer extant, which reveal his scholarship.

CHAPTER 8. This chapter deals with Vrttis such as Kaisiki
etc., which are more prominent in dramas as Rasa is better felt
in them than in Sravya Kiavyas. It is only with such view that
Amrtananda included Rasa in Alafkaras such as Preyas, Urjasvi
and Rasavat, following the footsteps of Bhamaha and Dandin.
In this chapter he mentions the place of each Vrtti in the various
types of Dramatic compositions. He has copied the matter from
Dadariipaka (the latter portion of the second prakasa.)

CHAPTER 9. Our author deals with the varieties of Dramatic
compositions, Riipakas and Upariipakas, in this chapter. Bharata
in his Natya Sastra mentioned ten types of Rupakas and fourteen
types of Upariipakas. Kohala is said to have stated twenty and
Saradatanaya named ten Riipakas and twenty Upariipakas. Visva-
nitha quoted ten Riipakas and eighteen Upariipakas, and Agni-
purdna specified twentyseven, while Bhoja acknowledges twenty-
four. Amrtananda mentions twenty-six varieties in all like Dattila
who also mentioned the same number. Amrtananda copies Dasari-
paka for the definitions of all the ten Ripakas and for the rest
he might have sought help from other texts wherefrom Bhava-
Prakdsa and Natyadarpana obtained the matter. Some stanzas
relating to Plrvaranga and its elements, he has copied from
Napyasdstra of Bharata, with slight verbal changes and has modi-
fied them into an easy understandable style.

CuarterR 10. This chapter deals entirely with Natyalankaras
whereas Bharata mentioned thirty-six In the 16th chapter of his
Natyadastra, Siraditanaya mentioned the Alaikaras as sixty-four
out of which only fifty four were defined. Visvanitha in his Sahitya-
darpapa named only thirty-three. The source wherefrom Amrta-
nanda has taken the matter for his Natydlankaras is not known as
the definitions and examples differ in some respects from other texts.

CHAPTER 11. This chapter deals with Chatu—prabandhas
which are otherwise known as Ksudra—prabandhas. Here
Ksudra does not mean low or mean but little. Kavyas, the
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themes of which are small or short, mainly devoted to the
praise of a King or a deity are meant by the term. The
source from which our author has gathered matter is not
known, Much of the text in this chapter is missing. In this
the definition of Udiharana, one of the Ksudra prabandhas is
dealt with, and the names of some more belonging to this
category were also given. Works like Ndgabhiipaliyam have
a chapter on these Ksudra prabandhas, but the treatment
appears to be different.

THE}PRESENT EDITION

The present edition of Alankdrasangraha is based on the
following manuscripts.

1. A transcript found in the Library of the S.V. O.
Institute, Tirupati, bearing the No. 6280.

2. A palmleaf manuscript in the Library of S. V. O. L
bearing the No. 6094.

3. Two transcripts of the Madras Government Oriental
Manuscripts Library.

Most of the readings of the two manuscripts of the Madras
Govt. Oriental Manuscripts Library have been_entered in the
transcript of the S. V. O. Institute, bearing the No. 6280. This
transcript appears to possess almost all the readings of the
various manuscripts available at Madras.

While marking the different readings of the text, the readings
of the Palmleaf manuscript are designated as A, and the other
readings are of the transcript 6280.

In editing this work the printed copy of Alankarasangraha
containing the first five chapters published at Calcutta could not
be made use of, as it was not available. The Adyar Library
commenced its publication through its Journal the Brahma Vidya,
ust at the time when our book was reaching the end in printing,
and as such, we regret very much that we could not make use
of it for the present edition. - :

The As. issued long ago
was out of print and hence the need for this revised
Edition, MM P. V, Kane fixes the date of A. as
second half of the fourteenth contury.? It may also be
noted that there are altogether 725 karikas and 400 illustrative

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In his benedictory verse to the As. A. states that the varied
world emerged out of the sacred feet of Siva and Parvati, who
are the first couple ever united.* Regarding A’s interest in his
As. he states the following.

There was a king by name Bhakti, ruling this wide country who
was an ardent devotee of Lord Siva.® He had a son by name
Manma, who held the title of Thydgamahasamudra.® Once, when
he was n the Royal Court, while discussing the topic of kavyas
and other related matters, said to A’—"' There ate many topics
in our Sahitya like Varnasuddhi, Kavyavrtti, Rasas, Bhavas,
Niayakas of different type., Dosas, Gunas, Natyadharmas,
Rippakas and their varieties, Catus, Prabandhas and many
other matters, scattered hither and tither.  Hence you are
requested to bring all the topics 1n a single work™.8

Manma as a king

The name of the king is read as Manma in T.Ed. Where
as the Ad. Ed, reads the same as Manna.!® Whenever occasion
arises, A. reveals the personality of his patron.!! King Manma
appears a very kind young man, possessing Sastric knowledge
of all the branches of learning. Especially, the poems composed
at the end of each Pariccheda present the king a- the highest
personality of the age. He held the title of Komarankabhima
also.18

In his Introduction to the As. of Ad. Ed. C. Kunhan Raja
« dlscusses about Manmabhiipa and concludes that he belonged
to 14th Century on the basis ol a plate of 1355—56 A.D. In his
Sanskrit Upodghita, Sriman V. Krishnamacharya discusses the
same issue on other grounds.® The learned Pandit concludes
that A. was in the court of Gandagopala Deva, He fixes the
date of the king as 1230 AD '* The authors who quoted the As.
belong also to 13th century.

Regarding Amrtananda yogin, it may be stated that he was
a Yogindra and rcnounced the world. There was another A.
who wrote a Comm. on the last four cantos of the Buddha
carita of Asvaghosa. As he was a Bauddha, he cannot be
our author. There was a Tantrika Amrianandayogin who wrote the
Yoginihrdayadipika.'®  If we go through the toxt of As. It may

phons at the end of each Pariccheda attest the view.” As a
desciple of Punyananda who happened to be the author of
Kamakalavilasa (KKV), A. composes carefully the first 3loka
of the As. on the lines of his teacher,® The KKV. ranks top
among the Tantrika works on Srividya even to this day.!
Hence it is to be concluded that the author A. and the work
As. belong to 12 century A.D.
