Saint Tyagaraja believed in Namasamkirtana of his Ista Devata - Lord R&ma. In
his Divyanama Kuriti-s, Utsavasampradaya kirtanas and other compositions, we can

see this aspect of Sadguru’s Bhakti manifesting very clearly. As a classic example, we
have the famous opening Paficaratna Kriti, “Jagad@nanda Kiraka”, set to the melody
“Nattai”, which is only a string of names of the Lord, recalling to our minds the Lila-s
of the Lord, thus making for a.fine Namavali.

Smt. Pushpa Srivatsan has adopted Sadguru Saint Sri Tyagaraja, not only as
her Guru, but totally non-different from her p ] God. The Namavali-s she has
brought out, have occurred to her through the grace of the Saint Himself (6w -
®OTT6V 6T BT 6uewris&) and were not “composed” by her - in the strict
sense of the term. The texts bristle with beauty, literary value, philosophical and
esoteric import and a profusion of Bhakti. A close study of the texts will show the
intense personal experiences of Smt. Pushpa that have been brought out in them.
And if these could occur to her, it can only be an illustrative example of what the
Swetdswatara Upanishad declares : “ that for a person who has the same devotion to
his Guru, as he has for his own God, the inner meanings and import of the scriptures
would become manifest automatically, though they had not been taught to him by his
Guru; and such a disciple also easily passes into the class of Mahdtmas.”

Also, the quality of a Guru is beautifully delineated by Sri Sankara Bhagavad
Pida, in the opening verse of his Satasloki, where a very telling phrase occurs, meaning
that unlike the philosopher’s stone in the science of alchemy which could convert
a base metal into gold only when in contact, and again the gold so made cannot
convert another piece of base metal into gold, the Guru by his mere mental attitude
can convert his disciple into a prototype of his own. As can be seen from the stotras,
in the same way, Sadguru Tyagaraja has abundantly blessed Smt. Pushpa Srivatsan,
who has followed the method adopted by the Sadguru in his out-pourings towards
Lord Rama, in her ardent devotion and obeisance to Saint Tyagaréja.

The Namavali-s also bring
out the beauty of Manasa Pija. The apt words andlilting poetic expressions are a
delight in Sanskrit.

Pushpa and Srivatsan, for giving me an opportunity to
go through and benefit from the myriad names of Saint Tyagaraja, which makes one
feel that He is no different from God. With great reverence to the Stotra texts and
their expounder, I commend this devotional offering of this Bhakta to all devotees of
Saint Tyagaraja, on the path of Bhakti Yoga.

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PREFACE

The Infinite cannot be contained in the finite. Nor can the finite
know or explain the Infinite. Words are but a poor vehicle to convey
sublime thoughts and emotions. If, in spite of all these, an attempt is
made to explain the Divinity called Sadguru Sri Tyagarajasvami,
it is not the audacity to scale the Infinite, but the joy of the wave of

Anurdga from the deep sea of devotion touching and washing the
Divine Feet of the Guru on its sands.

Sadguru Sri Tyagarajasvami is the Presiding Deity in the tem-
ple of heart of this daughter-disciple. Flowers of thoughts offered as
prayer are collected in this book. These are offered with devotion and
humility. These are purely personal experiences of this worshipper.
They were not meant for the glare of publicity. But the Guru has
willed that they be published. Lord Venkataramaga has showered
His grace and has Himself taken over the responsibility of printing
this devotional offering. -

For the sake of convenience the Namavali-s are divided into As-
tottarasatam, Trisati, Paficasati and Sahasrana@mavali; and further,
Trisati is not three hundred but three Astottarasatam-s jn one; like-
wise Paficasatl is five Astottarasatam-s in one and Sahasranamavali
is ten Astottarasatam-s in one.

The Astottarasatam, Trisati, Paficasati and Sahasra Namavalt
are each preceded by a Gayatr? epitomising the contents.

Astottarasatam : This gives a general picture of the Guru, begin-
ning with the incarnation of Nada Brahman, Padadi-Kesa varnanam
(description from foot to head of the form of the Guru) (Namas 13 to
22), the Nadopasaka, the Ramopasaka, the beauty of His music, the
Guru and the Nada Yog? - the Para Brahman Himself.

Trisati : The first Astottarasatam describes the Guru and the
manasa piija offered by the devoted disciple. He is the crimson dawn
in the horizon of music - living eternally in His multitudes of nectarine
songs - whose name is engraved in gold in the history of music.
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The second Astottarasatam begins with His being the Sun of
knowledge of Sangita with rays of Rama Nama. The entire Astot-
tarasatam is Rama Mayam - describing Him - His Form and features
which are Rama Mayam, His music which is Rama Mayam and His
life which was Rama Mayam.

The third Astottarasatam proceeds to give an idea of His music
which is full of devotion. It concludes saying how the Guru is the
Supreme Soul of Nada.

Paificasati: It begins with the Guru who sanctified the holy place
of Paficanada (Tiruvaiyaru). The first Astottarasatam begins with
description of the Guru’s Form, proceeding on to how He elevates the
disciple, and His elevating songs. The highest teachings - epitomising
the truths contained in the Veda-s Upanisad-s and the Gita - as
contained in His songs are dealt with. His simple living, high thinking,
His sharp and pungent criticism of hypocrisy in life and devotion, His
instilling true devotion and a noble way of life through His myriads
of songs, the beauty of His compositions, etc., are revealed.

The remaining four proceed in the alphabetical order. The fifth
Astottarasatam concludes with His being the Nucleus of everything
and how He is Nada Mayam.

Sahasra Namavali : This begins with His being the Deity in
the temple of Sargita and the manasa pija offered by the disciple.
The Prasa@dam that the disciple gets after the pija is the Guru’s
Darsanam and His Ethereal Form is described - first His features
from Head to Foot, and then how He is the Nada Brahman pervading
the entire universe; manifest in the eternal syllable ‘OM’. The whole
of the first Astottarasatam is Sargita - Nada - Mayam.

The second Astottarasatam begins with how the Nada Brahman
incarnated on earth to demonstrate the path of Nadopasana of the
Primeval Supreme Being as with attributes (Saguna Brahman). The
rest of the Astottarasatam describes the course of this Ganga of song
sprung up from the mountain of Rama Bhakti. It describes His
manasa pija of His Rdma, and how He indulges in His Rama in
His songs. Nama-s 162 to 184 describe the way of Nadopasana of
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Sri Rama as propounded and shown by Him. The second and third
Astottarasatam-s are entirely Rama mayam.

The third Astottarasatam starts with the Rama Caitanya and the
description of His Form; and everything Rama Mayam about Him.

The fourth onwards are arranged in alphabetical order which
concludes in the tenth. They throw light on this Form of Light who is
a Musical Genius; who is the incomparable Guru; how He shows us a
vigion of the Ultimate in His inimitable songs. The Sahasra Namavali
concludes with the humble obeisance “Sri’ Tydgarajaya Sadgurave,
Gurave, Namo Gurave Nama.”. '

Then there is the Saranagati Gadyam - the total surrender at
the Sadguru’s auspicious Feet. The Marigalastakam is the auspicious
conclusion.

The entire order from Astottarasatam to Sahasranamavali is one
continuous whole - approaching the elusive Guru from various an-
gles. No words or expression can be sufficient to describe Him,
the Indescribable. The rdison d’etre for this endeavour is that it
is a spontaneous and irresistible outpouring of this devoted disciple.
( :) It is the Guru who has spurred Hig disciple on and
made her sing His praise. And here it is, offered at His Lotus Feet,
which, she is sure, He accepts with great delight!
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NOTE BY THE AUTHOR

The very nature of the Sanskrit language and its unique com-
pounds makes it difficult to retain the depth and shades of meaning
of the original while translating it in any other language like English
or Tamil. The sole purpose of the translations in English and Tamil
that are given here is to explain in the best possible way what each
Nama means. While more than one meaning is given for some of the
Namas, for some others only the obvious meaning is given. Again
while most of the translations given (both in Tamil and English) are
exact, a few may not be the literal translation, but may only convey
the idea. This is because of the fact that an attempt at literal transla-
tion makes the language (English or Tamil) rather contrived. Even
then in many places the exact way the Nama reads in Sanskrit as in
the Vigraha Vakyam is given within brackets. In some other cases
the general idea alone is gtven. Also, the original Sanskrit terms are
retained in the translation in some places as thought best by the au-
thor as it is not an exercise of eloquence in the language concerned;
nor are they independent Namavalés in Tamil or English.
